Bukureshti, sipas pérkufizimit té vet éshté njé qytet i vjetér
mesjetar. Rrénjét e tij humbasin né mjegullén e kohés, diku né
shekullin e 14 Ky fakt u vértetua me gérmime arkeologjike, por jo
né dokumente té shkruara. Kjo ndodhi vetém né vitin 1459, mé 20
shtator, kur njé dokument zyrtar i Iéshuar nga Vlad Tepes pérmend
emrin Bukuresht, si vend té origjinés. Kjo ishte lindja e Bukureshtit si
kryeqyteti i Wallachia qé u alternua pér gati 200 vjet me Targoviste,
sot njé qytet me i vogél, 80 km né veri-peréndim té Bukureshtit.

Historia e Bukureshtit dhe e Wallachia u formésua nga
marrédhéniet ekonomike, por mbi té gjitha politike me Perandoriné
Osmane. Alternimi i kryeqytetit nga Bukureshti né Targovice ishte njé
pasojé e drejtpérdrejté e kétyre marrédhénieve.

Ne do té eksplorojmé zhvillimin e qytetit nga strukturat e tij me té
hershme me tullaté shekullit té 14 deriné shekulline 18, 19¢té periudhés
sé Fanarit gé i dha fund ndikimit té Perandorisé Osmane né Wallachia.

Pas njé periudhe té shkurtér zhvillimi demokratik, Rumania kaloi
né njé regjim komunist. Si kryeqytet, Bukureshti vuajti mé sé shumti
gjaté kétij regjimi.

From Collections to Professional Archaeology - A brief narrative
on classical archaeology in Romania

Dr. Alina Streinu

The presentation proposes a brief foray into the history of Romanian
archaeology from the formation of antiquities collections and the first
archaeological researches to modern methodology. The main focus
falls on the area of the Black Sea coast where the Greek colonies were
founded that later became metropolises and important urban centres
in the Roman era. This is also the region that offered some of the most
impressive findsin collections and museums. The Pontic space has always
been a hub of people and cultures, and research in this space has evolved
towards a multilateral approach to historical processes in antiquity.
The shift from interest in antiquities to archaeology based on scientific
methods and historical context prompted the regulation of legislation
relating to archaeological research and the revaluation of materials. The
proposed presentation will detail the particularities of the Greco-Roman
collections and settlements on the Pontic coast, an approach aimed to
familiarize the audience with a part of the ancient history of Romania and
with current approaches to the artefacts and classical archaeology.

The Evolution and development of Bucharest in three stages:
The Ottoman, The Communist and Transition (Post-Communist)
Periods.

Bucharest is by definition an old medieval city. Its roots are lost in the
mists of time somewhere in the 14" century. This fact was proven by
archeological excavation, but not on written documents. That happened
only in 1459 on the 20" of September when an official document issued
by Vlad Tepes mentions the name Bucharest as place of origin. This was
the birth of Bucharest as the capital of Walachia that alternated for almost
200 years with Targoviste, today a smaller city 80 km north-west of
Bucharest.

The history of Bucharest and Walachia was shaped by the economical
but most of all political relation with the Otoman Empire. Alternating the
capital from Bucharest to Targoviste was a direct consequence of these
relations.

We will explore the development of the city from its earliest 14t
century brick structures up to the 18™"to 19™ century of Fanar period that
ended the influence of the Ottoman Empire in Wallachia.

After a short period of democratic development Romania switched to
a communist regime. As capital, Bucaharest suffered the most during this
regime. Big structural transformations have changed the city and shaped
its present. Century old churches have been moved or demolished, entire
neighborhoods have been leveled down to make way living flats and public
buildings.

Then we had freedom again. After 1989, Romania and of course
Bucharest has entered a transition period. It can be characterized by
architectural chaos, and dynamic development.

Despite all these changes, Bucharest has kept its charm that attracts
travelers all over the world. Small islands of tranquility are scattered
through the city. These are the embryos for the future development.
